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Care-Net Applauds Supreme Court’s Decision to Protect

Women’s Health, Unborn Human Life
     Care Net, an organization that supports more than 1,000 pregnancy
centers in No rth America, applauded the landmark Supreme Court
decision Wednesday (April  18, 2007) upholding the federal partial
birth abortion ban. Specifically, Care Net noted the Court’s statements
regarding t he potential for an abort ion to negatively impa ct a woman’s
emotional health.
   Care Net President Kurt Entsminger said, “Ab ortion does hurt
women. Our pregnancy centers see the effects every day in  the faces
of clients who have had a past abortion. We agree w ith the Court:
when a woman experiences a partial  birth abortion, when she learns
of the details of how her part ially b orn child wa s barbarically k illed,
she could be faced with grief ‘more anguished and sorrow more
profound’ than ever dreamed of in her worst nightmares. For the sake
of the digni ty of  human life, for the sake of the emoti onal sanity of
women facing unplanned pregnancies, this procedure has no home in
a civ iliz ed society.”
    “That’s why our centers provide medically accurate information
about abortion pro cedures,” Entsminger said. “When pregnancy
center clients are ful ly informed about their choices and about abortion
procedures, nine out of ten will decide to carry their pregnancy to
term.”  h

Sidonna’s Note: Whi le we rejoice and celebrate, let’s not
overlook the fact that abortion is sti l l  legal and this i s a
small step in the right direction. Pray that it is a starting
place for our nation to begin to right  a horrifi c wrong.
We are encouraged, but there is much work to be done.

Care
Net’s Vice President of Communicat ions
Kristin H ansen said the article was a “long
overdue recognition of the growth and i mpact
of pregnancy centers. We’re encouraged to see
the society at large take notice and ask tough
questions.”
     Numbering more than 2,300 across North
Am erica, pregnancy centers offer free services
to women and men facing unplanned
pregnancies and other concerns, includ ing
peer counseling, community r eferrals,
resources, parenting classes, adopti on
information, and  support groups  for those
grieving a past abortion.
     “Pregnancy centers are committed to
serving w omen wi th compassion and
integri ty,” H ansen said. “Wi th more than one
mi ll ion women every year believing abortion
is their only answer, there is much work to do.
A w oman facing such a criti cal decision
deserves to know about all  her options from a
vari ety of sources, not just those that may
profi t from her d ecision.” Care Net supports a
network of more than 1,000 pregnancy centers
in North A merica.

Perseverance is the Key to a Thriving Ministry
Al l of us have likely had those moments

when w e felt li ke tossing in the towel ; giving up
on a goal or dream. In pregnancy care min istry
the feeling is common, for many reasons.

One reason of course, is that we serve those
who sometimes are wary of us, wonderi ng
about our motives. Isn’t  it in teresting? Few
question the moti ves of the for-profit abortion
industry,  but our mi nistry i s under constant
scrutiny—yet we charge nothing and seek only
to reach out in love.

Another reason it might be easy to give up is
that at times, we will g ive all we
have—emotionally, physically and
spiritual ly—only to see a client tur n and head to
an abortion cli nic.

A third  reason—and perhaps the most
prominent—is that when a person or ministry  is
having a positive i mpact on the worl d, the
enemy attacks with a vengeance. It is no
surprise; we should expect it. 

At  times of discouragement—when we
wonder if  we are makin g a diffe rence at all—we
remind ourselves to keep trying, t o keep
reaching out. The world  around us has so many
examples of those who kept trying. Consider
that:
T In 1902,  the poetry edito r of the Atlantic

Monthly returned the poems of a 28-year-old

poet wi th the word s, “Our magazi ne has no
room for your v igorous verse.” But Robert
Frost kept at i t.

T Mi chael Jordan was cut from his high school
basketball team.

T Dr. Seuss’s first  children’ s book was rejected
by 23 publishers. The 24th pub lisher gave it a
shot, and sold six mil l ion copies.
Each of these people—from Robert Frost to

Dr . Seuss—had worthy goals. Yet ours is a
min istry of rescuing children fo r the sake of li fe,
and of offerin g the hope of eternal life  and a
relationship w ith God to their moth ers and
fathers. What could be a higher calling?

So we persevere, and we are thankful for all
who partner with us financially and who serve
here as volun teer staff. As we continue through
this year, we continue to seek others who will
join thi s—one of the greatest mission
opportunities the worl d has ever seen.

Because we persevere, we thri ve as a
mini stry . And  as we persevere, we’re seeing
lives saved, and lives changed—one at a time.
Did you see the number of babies saved from
abort ion in “To uching Lives”. Not  only do es
that number represent three babies, but it
represents three mothers who have not had to go
thr ough and forever live with the reality of
abortion. h
